PROVING BENEFIT/PROGRESS CHECKLIST

FACTORS TO CONSIDER

1. ___Demonstrate/measure progress (“academic achievement and functional performance”) over time. Compare this year to last, and to two years ago, etc.  

2. ___Review schoolwork; save work samples over time; compare September to May; this year to last, etc.

· Review report cards over time.

3. ___Focus on student's progress in the general curriculum.

· How did he do in comparison to others in his class? 

· How many students got A's, C's, failed?  

· Save teacher grading books!

4. ___Review MCAS and other standardized test results.  Compare child with his/her school, district, state. If gap exists, view in terms of disability.

5. ___Review other IEP goals/objectives: behavioral, social, etc.  Did student demonstrate increased independence? What measures do you use? How do you demonstrate progress? 

6. ___Review individualized test results. 

· PRACTICE TIP: Test at same time each year on the same test instrument and report in same way!

· Review for progress on bell curve measurements; compare with progress on G.E. or A.E. measurements.

7. ___Advancement from grade to grade: Did student earn it or was it a "social" promotion?

8. ___If lack of progress, reconvene the IEP Team.

· Review reasons: Was it denial of a FAPE?  If so--

· Does district need to re-evaluate or revise the IEP?

· Was it student’s failure to hand in work, absences?

· Was it student’s failure to access extra help?
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
